1. Republic of Kazakhstan has applied for financing from the Asian Development Bank (ADB) towards the cost of CAREC Corridor 3 (Shymkent-Tashkent Section) [Link to the Western Europe-Western People's Republic of China International Transit Corridor] Road Improvement Project. Part of this financing will be used for payments under the contract named above. Bidding is open to bidders from eligible source countries of the ADB. The method is international competitive bidding following a single-stage: two-envelope procedure.

2. To qualify, the bidder, either as a single entity or joint venture, shall meet the following minimum qualification requirements:

	Requirements

	Eligibility
	Must be a national of an ADB member country, no conflict of interest, not having been declared ineligible by ADB, required to meet conditions for government-owned entity, and not having been excluded by an act of compliance with UN Security Council resolution.



	Pending Litigation
	All pending litigation shall be treated as resolved against the Bidder and so shall in total not represent more than fifty per cent (50%) of the Bidder’s net worth.



	Historical Financial Performance
	Submission of audited balance sheets or other financial statements for the last three (3) years.  As a minimum, Bidder’s net worth calculated as the difference between total assets and total liabilities should be positive.



	Average Annual Construction Turnover
	US$ 137 million calculated as total certified payments received for contracts in progress or completed within the last three (3) years.



	Financial Resources
	Must demonstrate access to, or availability of, liquid assets, lines of credit, and other financial resources (other than contractual advance payments) to meet the cash-flow requirement of US$ 23 million for this project and bidder’s current contract commitments, if any.



	Construction Experience
	Participation in at least two (2) contract within the last five (5) years that has been successfully or substantially completed and that are similar to the proposed works, where the value of the Bidder’s participation exceeds US$ 105 million for each contract, of which either one partner must meet the requirement or any two partners must each demonstrate one (1) similar contract.

For the above or other contracts executed during the last five (5) years, a minimum construction experience in the following key activities:
· Cement-concrete road construction of at least 30 km (4-lane) or 20 km (6-lane), completed within 24 months;

· Construction of at least one (1) reinforced concrete bridge with not less than 30 linear meter, completed within 24 months.




3. The Committee of Roads, Ministry of Transport and Communications (“the Employer”) invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for the construction and completion of a four-lane, cement-concrete, 37.5-kilometer section of Shymkent-Tashkent Road (“the Works”).
