This EOI follows the GPN of dated March 21, 2012 Published in the UN Development Business Issue # 819
The Republic of Kazakhstan has applied for a loan from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development toward the cost of proposed new East - West Roads Project: Western Europe-Western China International Transit Corridor (CAREC 1b & 6b). The Project is part of the Government program to upgrade of the road corridor from China to Russia through Almaty, Shymkent, Kyzylorda and Aktobe cities (the Western Europe-Western China Corridor—WE-WCC—about 2787km). The Government intends to apply part of the proceeds of the loan from World Bank to finance consultancy services to supervise the civil works that will be launched under the Project in 2012 (the list of those civil works is detailed appended below). The supervision consultants will work for the Ministry of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Kazakhstan (the MOTC), mainly through its Committee for Roads (the Committee). They will supervise civil works of individual contractors. The contract period of consulting assignment will be 40 months. 
Contract for Construction Supervision Consulting services provides the supervision of road construction under three following Supervision Contracts: 
1. Consultancy Contract 2012-1-WB/CS:
· Contract EWRP-0-50-ICB(W/1)-001/2012. Reconstruction of the road transferring from two lanes to four lanes at the section km 0 -50 with total length of 50.0 km. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months. 

· Contract EWRP-50-111.7-ICB(W/2)-001/2012. Reconstruction of the road transferring from two lanes to four lanes at the section km 50-111.7 with total length of 61.7 km. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months.

· Contract EWRP-111.7-166.7-ICB(W/3)-001/2012. Reconstruction of the road transferring from two lanes to four lanes at the section km 111.7-166.7 with total length of 55.0 km. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months.
2. Consultancy Contract 2012-2-WB/CS:

· Contract EWRP-166.7-214.3-ICB(W/4)-001/2012. Reconstruction of the road transferring from two lanes to four lanes at the section km 166.7 -214.3 with total length of 47.6 km. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months.

· Contract EWRP-214.3-259.3-ICB(W/5)-001/2012. Reconstruction of the road transferring from two lanes to four lanes at the section km 214.3 -259.3 with total length of 45.0. km. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months .

· Contract EWRP-259.3-304.33-ICB(W/6)-001/2012 Reconstruction of the road (without bridges and interchanges) transferring from two lanes to four lanes at the section km 259.3 – 304.3 with total length of 45.0 km. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months.
3. Consultancy Contract 2012-3-WB/CS:
· Contract EWRP-BIO-ICB(W/7)-001/2012. Construction of 26 bridges and overpasses, 5 interchanges with total length of 1416 meters at the section of Tashkarasu - Khorgos, km 214.3 -304.3 with total length of 90 km.. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months.
· Contract EWRP-B229.9-ICB(W/8)-001/2012. Construction of a new bridge with the length of 700 meters and reconstruction of the existing one across Ili River. Supervision Services will start at the end of 2012 and will continue for 40 months.
The Consultants are requested to indicate the consultancy contracts to which they intend to apply. There will be separate short-list for each of the consultancy contract referred above. 
Based on above the Ministry of Transport and Communication of the Republic of Kazakhstan now invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services described above.  Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). Consultants may associate with other consulting firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications. International consultants are encouraged to associate with qualified national consultants.
The Consultants  are invited to focus on the description of their core business and years in business; their qualifications in the field of the assignment; the technical and managerial organization of their firm; the general qualifications and number of key staff; absence of conflicts of interest and existence of quality system. 

The shortlisting criteria are: eligibility of the firms, experience in similar project, Central Asia regional experience, availability of ISO or other required certificate, period the firm been in business.  
The Consultants  are encouraged to submit Russian translations of EoI. However, non submission of Russian translation will not affect the Shortlisting in any way.
A consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Based Selection procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers (January 2011 edition).
